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SENIOR DIVISION SUPPLEMENTAL RULES 
 

1. Team will consist of 10 to 13 players.  

 

2.  A complete game will consist of 7 (seven) completed innings. 

 

3. Rules of defense. 

 

a. The defense will consist of 9 players. 

 

7. Rules of offense. 

 

a. In after 7 (seven) innings and still within the drop dead time limit and there is a tie, the 

international tiebreaker rule will be used.  

 

b. The “Drop Third Strike” rule is in effect. 

 

c. The “Infield Fly” rule is in effect. 

 

d. Managers has option to: 

 

i. Bat the entire lineup and have free substitutions. 

 

ii. Bat 9 players and use the substitution rule. 

 

e. A batter may bunt. 

 

f. Stealing is allowed on all bases. 

 

8. ASA and local rules are followed. 

 

9. Standings are kept. 
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END OF SEASON PLAYOFF/CHAMPIONSHIP RULES 
 

All regular season and Divisional Supplemental rules apply.  The following exceptions/modifications will 

be used to facilitate the end of season Playoff and Championship game(s). 

 

1. GAME COORDINATION 

 

1.1. Only the top 8 (eight) teams from Junior, Intermediate, and Senior divisions will participate in 

the end of season playoffs. 

 

1.2. One Twin Hills league board member will be appointed as the Playoff Coordinator and will be 

identified prior to playoff commencement.  The Playoff Coordinators name and contact 

information will be provided to team managers and posted on the leagues website. 

 

1.3. Playoffs are double elimination.  Each team must have lost two games to be eliminated from 

the championship. 

 

1.4. Playoff brackets will be posted on the leagues website two weeks prior to playoffs. Each night 

the brackets will be updated once game scores have been received for all games played that day. 

 

1.5.  During game play, copies of the brackets/standings will be maintained by the Playoff 

Coordinator and posted on the side of the senior score booth. 

 

1.6. After each playoff game is completed, it is the HOME TEAMS responsibility to ensure game 

scores are submitted immediately to the Playoff Coordinator. 

 

1.7. Both teams are responsible for proper lining of the field prior to each game. 

 

1.8. All games will have a start time of 5:00 p.m. 

 

1.9. Official game start time commences when the umpire directs the teams to take the field. 

 

1.10. During the first round of Bracket Play, the higher regular season seeding will determine home 

team.  

 

1.11. A coin toss will be used after the first round and Championship game to determine home team. 

 

1.12. Home Team scorekeeper is the Official Scorekeeper for games. 
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2. GAME PLAY – PLAYOFF GAMES 

 

2.1. Regular season pitcher restrictions do not apply during Playoff or Championship games. 

 

2.2. Minimum number of players. 

 

2.2.1.  Juniors - a minimum of 8 (eight) players are required to commence a game. 

 

2.2.2.  Intermediate - a minimum of 8 (eight) players are required to commence a game. 

 

2.2.3.  Senior - a minimum of 8 (eight) players are required to commence a game. 

 

2.2.4.  If the minimum number of players cannot be met at the scheduled game start time, the 

game will be recorded as a loss (7-0) for the forfeiting team. There will not be any time 

extension awaiting late arrivals.  

 

2.3. Batter line up. Team managers have the option to: 

 

2.3.1.  Bat the entire lineup and have free substation. 

 

2.3.2.  Bat 9 players and use the substitution rule. 

 

2.4.  A batter may bunt in all divisions. 

 

2.5. Drop Third Strike rule in effect all divisions 

 

2.6. Infield Fly Rule. 

 

2.6.1.  Juniors – Not in effect unless, in the judgment of the umpire, a ball is clearly dropped 

intentionally. 

 

2.6.2.  Intermediate – Rule is in effect. 

 

2.6.3.  Senior – Rule is in effect. 

 

2.7. Game play time will be 1 hour and 40 or seven complete innings played. 

 

2.8. Once the 1 hour and 40 minute time has been met, no new inning will be started. 

 

2.9. There must be a winner.  
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2.9.1.  If game is tied after time has expired/7complete innings, then International Tie Breaker 

comes into play. 

 

2.9.2.  If daylight expires before game can be completed, game will finished at next available 

date/time. 

 

2.10. If the home team is in the lead, and it is their turn at bat after 1 hour and 40 minutes, the game 

is considered complete and the home team will not finish their at bat. 

 

2.11. If the game is stopped because of the drop dead time, the score will revert back to the last 

completed inning. 

 

2.12. If a game is tied after a new inning is completed and the 1 hour and 40 minutes or drop dead 

time has been met, the game will be considered a tie and the International Tie Breaker rules will 

come into play. 

 

2.13. A game is considered official if 4 complete innings of play have been completed with the 

home team having their last at bat. 

 

2.14. Runs per inning  rules are as follows: 

 

2.14.1. Juniors -  4 runs 

 

2.14.2. Intermediate – 7 runs 

 

2.14.3. Senior – 7 runs 

 

2.15. Mercy rules for all divisions of play is 10 runs after 4 innings / 8 runs after 5 innings. 

 

2.16. For all divisions - if bases are loaded and the batter has an over the fence home run, all runs 

score. 

 

3. GAME PLAY – CHAMPIONSHIP GAMES 

 

3.1. All rules for regular season and playoff games are in effect except for the following changes:  

 

3.1.1. Games will be 7 (seven) complete innings unless the mercy rules come into effect. 

 

3.1.2. There must be a winner. If after 7 (seven) completed innings game is tied, the International 

Tie Breaker will come into play.
